Burning Ban: The start of Spring in New York comes with an increased risk of wildfires. .

there is a burning ban in all of NYS from March 16, 2025 until May 14, 2025. NYS prohibits residential brush

burning to protect our communities and natural resources.

If you would like to report a violation, please

contact the NYS DEC directly at 1-877-457-5680. There are representatives.to take your call 24 hours a day.

Backyard fire pits and campfires: Less than 3 feet in height and four feet in length, width or diameter are allowed
along with small cooking fires. Only charcoal or dry, clean, untreated, or unpainted wood can be burned.

Permit Requirements: Permits are required for ALL swimming pools,

home backup generators, siding, roofing and deck projects.
